Notes from the Board Meeting of 7/13/2008
Meeting Date: July 13, 2008 At Sam’'s Pizza @ 2:00 PM

The June minutes and treasurer’s reports were sent out prior to the meeting. A motion to accept the June minutes was
made by Dave Bowers, seconded by Dave Boddy, and the motion carried. A motion to accept the treasurer’s report was
made by Peter Brown, seconded by Bill Haberstich, and it carried.

Correspondence:

A Certificate of Liability Insurance for the Shasta Arms Collectors was received. It was noted that the limits were
$500,000. There was discussion as to the requirement for $1,000,000. It was determined that the secretary should re-
view the Special Range Use application to see if it spells out the requirements.

There was a notice of Public Hearing to consider certification of the environmental impact report for the proposed
Hatchet Ridge Wind Project.

Correspondence included porta-pottie rental information from Inter Mountain Septic for the Ambush and included the
rental of one handicapped style and two regular style porta-potties to be delivered on June 18. Will Leslie is looking into
a long term solution to the need for porta-pottie requirements for the Cowboy area.

Eleven tickets have been purchased for the Friends of the NRA dinner to be held on Saturday July 19, 2008 at the Red
Lion Hotel in Redding. An additional two tickets have been requested. That is great support for this fund raising event.

Old Business:
Roadwork — Last month, we authorize $1500 for roadwork as needed. Dave Bowers will follow up in the fall.

30th Year anniversary — Last month, a decision was made to erect an addition of a sign “Founded in 1978” to the over-
head gateway if a way to hang it can be determined. Otherwise, it could be mounted elsewhere on the property. Dave
Bowers will follow up.

Potluck and Swap meet — Confirmed the date of October 26 the High Power match in October as a good time for this
event. The Match begins at 10:00 AM and will be followed by the potluck and swap meet.

Bid from Packway to grade down the 200 meter range. This option is deferred until the results of the weed control ef-
forts can be determined. Peter Brown is in the process of administering weed control on the range.
